well. It's now a calm city park called the At Meydani (Horse Grounds ) because of its
function in Ottoman times.

Monuments decorating the Hippodrome include the 3500 -year-old Egyptian Obelisk of
Theodosius, brought to Constantinople by Emperor Theodosius in 390 AD.

You'll also see the spiral bronze base of a threeheaded serpent sculpture brought from
Delphi in Greece, under restoration in 2007.

In this historical place one discovers the grandiose nature of the past while touring
through I stanbul ds | ar g eUndergraumdCisterm e It was sutlt
by the Emperor Justinian in the e" century to supply water to the nearby palace
complex. The cistern has 336 decorated columns and the ceiling of this keautiful column
forest is crossvaulted and made of bricks. During the restoration works, two spectacular
Medusa head carvings were discovered.

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PART 2: CAPPADOCIA

Cappadocia defies description. Experience this ancient, magical region
and bathe in its at mosphere, colours and luminance!!

Cappadocia is Persian for the "land of beautiful horses". It is an enchanting
open-air museum and an unparalleled example of the common cultural

heritage of humanity. Centred on the triangle of Nevsehir, Urgup and Avanos,
Cappadocia is in the middle of a once active volcanic region. At the time when

Anatolia was completing its geographical evolution, these volcanic eruptions

were so strong that the lava in some places was up to 100 meters thick. Over
many millions of years, volcanoes, wind, rain and ice sculpted what we now
know as Cappadocia. As the land eroded, the basalt stones remained and
formed conical structures sometimes reaching as high as 45 meters. The loal

people called these unique rock formations "Fairy Chimneys", a name that has
endured throughout the ages.

It is Turkey's most visually striking region. If nature was the first artist to
arrange the decor, it was Anatolian man who over the centuries carved the
rocks and built houses, churches and over 120 underground cities. The largest
of these, Ozkonak, oncehad a population of 60'000. The canyon formed by the
Melendiz stream, which has pierced its way through the rocks, is called the

Ihlara Valley. In this 14 km long valley there are 105 churches and 4535 houses.

Many settlements in Cappadocia were established primarily as monastic
communities. As Bishop of Caesarea Mazaca in the 4th century, St. Basil the Great
wrote the rules for monastic life that are still followed by monks and nuns of the
Greek Orthodox Church. He advocated community life, prayer and physical labor
rather than the solitary asceticism that was popular at the time and it was under his
guidance that the first churches were built in Goreme Valley. Here, a number of
small communities with their own churches formed the large monastic complex
that is now the Open Air Museum. Hundreds of churches are reported to have
been built in this valley but no churches from St. Basil's time remain.
